Oregon Brass Society. The Oregon Brass Society was formed in 2003 by three local musicians seeking a new outlet for brass instrumentalists. Over the past eight years, the all-volunteer group has performed throughout Lane County in a variety of venues. The Society is a regular performer at the Washburne Park Summer Concert series, performs joint concerts with local school bands, and has entertained audiences at numerous local music and civic group events. Additionally, the Society also sponsors holiday concerts during the Christmas season. The primary performance style of the Society is the British Brass Band, but we also perform as a symphonic brass choir and smaller ensembles, using traditional brass instrumentation. The Society is a tax-exempt organization, and is also registered with the Oregon Cultural Trust. We rehearse two to three times monthly and are always seeking qualified players from anywhere in Oregon. 

Dr. Chris Chapman. Musical Director Chris Chapman is currently the Director of Bands and Assistant Professor of Music at Oregon State University (OSU) in Corvallis. He holds degrees in music from The Ohio State University, the University of Nevada, Las Vegas, and the University of Washington. He has been the Director of Bands at OSU since 2006, and currently leads four wind band ensembles plus he teaches courses in conducting and instrumental music education. While in Las Vegas, he conducted the Las Vegas British Brass Band, and during his tenure, the ensemble hosted and performed at the North American Brass Band Association conference to great acclaim and released two recordings. He began composing for the wind band in 2008 and now has several works for the wind ensemble medium.  Additionally, he serves as an adjudicator, clinician, and guest conductor throughout the United States. 

Jay Chen.  Musical Director Jay Chen obtained his bachelor’s degree from the Sichuan Conservatory of Music in China, and his master¹s degree from Oregon State University. In addition to his position as professor of trumpet at Oregon State University, he directs the Oregon State University Brass Ensemble, Trombone Choir, and Trumpet Choir (which toured China in September 2009).  He also is a visiting professor at the Sichuan Conservatory of Music in Chengdu, China.  Mr. Chen is very active as a trumpet player throughout the Northwest and is currently the principal trumpet for the Portland and Eugene Opera orchestras. He has also performed with the Oregon Symphony, the Eugene Symphony, the New Music Festival in Chengdu, China, the Oregon Bach Festival, and numerous other music festivals in Oregon. Mr. Chen is in high demand as a soloist, clinician and adjudicator in China and the Northwest.
